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1. Previous meeting

The 52nd CIPAC meeting was held in Braunschweig, Germany. The meeting was attended by 51 members, correspondents and observers. Fifty three representatives of the industry were present.


Reports of 5 full scale collaborative trials, 3 small scale trials and one extension of the scope of a method were presented. 
The status of 8 provisional methods was changed to full CIPAC method. Six methods were accepted as provisional CIPAC methods, the status of four methods remained provisional and two remained tentative. Two methods for the extension of the scope were accepted as full and one as provisional method. For the small scale collaborative trials presented at the meeting recommendations were made for the full scale trial. The independent laboratory validation of the method for the determination of a relevant impurity in formulations was noticed and regarded to be suitable for the purpose. 
24 national reports were presented at the Joint Open CIPAC/FAO/WHO Meeting.
2. Elections

The Committee of Management elected Ms Nunchana Luetrakool (Agricultural Protection Science Research, Thailand), Mrs Sonia Tessier (Chemicals Regulation Directorate, UK) and Mr Jim Garvey (Pesticide Control Service, Ireland) as members of CIPAC. Tony Tyler (Australia), Lajos Benke (Hungary), Nicoleta Predescu (Romania), and Vladimir Mikhailov (Ukraine) were elected as correspondents.
The chair, the secretary and the assistant secretary were re-elected.
